A bidder may be considered to be in Conflict of interest with one or more parties in
the bidding process if, including but not limited to;
(a) has controlling partners/shareholders in common; or
(b) receives or have received any direct or indirect subsidy from any ofthem; or
(c) has the same legal representative for purposes ofthe Bid; or
(d) has a relationship with each other, directly or through common third parties, that
puts them in a position to have access to information about or influence on the Bid of
another Bidder, or influence the decisions of the Procuring Entity regarding the bidding
processi or
(e) participates in more than one Bid in a bidding process. Participation by a Bidder in
more than one Bid will result in the disqualification of all Bids in which the Bidder is
involved. However, this does not limit the inclusion of the same subcontractor, not
otherwise participating as a Bidder, in more than one Bidl or
(0 the Bidder or any of its affiliates participating as a consultant in the preparation of
the design or technical specifications of the Goods, Works or Services that are the subject
of the Bid; or
(g) Bidder or any of its affiliates that have been hired (or is proposed to be hired) by the
procuring Entity as engineer-in-charge/consultant for the contract.

The designation and address ol the Appellate Authority : Appellate Authority, Rajasthan
High Court, Jodhpur
(l) Filing an Appeal
Ifany Bidder or prospective bidder is aggrieved that any decision, action or omission ofthe
Procuring Entity is in contravention to the provisions of the Act, Rules and/or Guidelines
issued there under, he may file an appeal to Appellate Authority, as specified in the Bidding
Document within a period often days from the date of such decision or action, omission, as

the case may be clearly giving the specific ground or grounds on which he feels aggrieved:

Provided that after the declaration of a bidder as successful in the bidding process the
appeal may be filed only by a Bidder who has participated in procurement proceedings:

Provided further that in case a procuring Entity evaluates the Technical Bids before the
opening ofthe financial Bids, an appeal related to the matter ofFinancial Bids may be filed
only by a bidder whose Technical Bid is found to be acceptable.

(2) The officer to whom an appeal is filed under para (l) shall deal with the appeal as

expeditiously as possible and shall endeavor to dispose within thirty days from the date of
the appeal.

(3) If the officer designated under para(l) fails to dispose ofthe appeal filed within the
period specified in para(2), or if the Bidder or prospective bidder or the Procuring Entity is
aggrieved by the order passed by the Appellate Authority, the Bidder or prospective bidder
or the Procuring Entity, as the case may be may file a second appeal.

(4) No appeal shall lie against any decision of the Procuring Entity relating to the
following matters, namely:-
(a) Determinationofneedofprocurement;
(b) Provisions limiting participation ofBidders in the Bid process;
(c) The decision ofwhether or not to enter into negotiations;
(d) Cancellation ofa procurement process;
(e) Applicability ofthe provisions of confidentiality.

(5) Form ofAppeal
(a) An appeal under para('l) or (3) above shall be in the annexed Form along with as

many copies as there are respondents in the appeal.
(b) Every appeal shall be accompanied by an order appealed against, if any. Affidavit
verifying the facts stated in the appeal and proofofpayment offee should also be annexed.
(c) Every appeal may be presented to the Appellate Authority, as the case may be, in
person or through registered post or authorized representative.

(6) Fee for Filing an Appeal
(a) Fee for filing an appeal shall be rupees two thousand five hundred. which shall be

non-refundable.
(b) The fee shall be paid in the form of bank demand draft or banker's cheque of a

Scheduled Bank in India payable in the name of Appellate Authority concerned.

(7) Procedure for disposal ofAppeal
(a) The Appellate Authority as the case may be, upon filing olan appeal, shall issue a

notice accompanied by a copy of the appeal, affidavit and documents, if any, to the
respondenls and fix a date ofhearing.
(b) On the date fixed for hearing, the Appellate Authority, as the case may be, shall,-
(i) Hear all the parties to the appeal present before him; and
(ii) Peruse or inspect documents, relevant records or copies there of relating to the matter.
(c) After hearing the parties, perusal or inspection ofdocuments and relevant records or
copies thereof relating to the matter, the Appellate Authority concemed shall pass an order
in writing and provide a copy oforder to the parties to appeal, free ofcost.

Additional Conditions of Contract

Correction of arithmetic errors.-
Provided that Financial Bid is substantially responsive, the Procuring Entity will
correct arithmetical errors during evaluation of Financial Bids on the following
basis, namely: -
(a) if there is a discrepancy between the unit price and the total price that is

obtained by multiplying the unit price aad quantity, the unit price shall prevail
and the total price shall be corrected, unless in the opinion of the Procuring
Entity there is an obvious misplacement of the decimal point in the unit price, in
which case the total price as quoted shall govem and the unit price shall be

corrected;
(b) if there is an error in a total corresponding to the addition or subtraction of

subtotals, the subtotals shall prevail and the total shall be conected; and
(c) if there is a discrepancy between words and figures, the amount in words shall

prevail, unless the amount expressed in words is related to an arithmetic error, in
which case the amount in figures shall prevail subject to (a) and (b) above.
If the Bidder that submitted the lowest evaluated Bid does not accept the
correction of enors, its Bid shall be disqualified and its Bid Security shall be
forfeited or its Bid Securing Declaration shall be executed.

2. Procurins Entitv's Risht to vary Ouantities.-
(a) At the time of award of contract, the quantity of Goods, works or service

originally specified in the Bidding Document may be increased or decreased by
a specified percentage of the quantity specified in the Bidding Document, as per
applicable law. It shall be without any change in the unit prices or other terms
and conditions ofthe Bid and the conditions ofcontract.

(b) If the procuring Entity does not procure any subject matter of procurement or
procures less than the quantity specified in the Bidding Document due to
change in circumstances, the Bidder shall not be entitled for any claim or
compensation except otherwise provided in the Conditions of Contract.

(c) In case of procurement of Goods or services, additional quantity may be
procured by placing a repeat order on the rates and conditions of the original
order. However, the additional quantity shall not more than 50% of the value of
Goods ol the original contract. If the suppliers fails to do so. the Procuring
Entity shall be free to anange for the balance supply by limited bidding or
otherwise and the extra cost incurred shall be recovered from the Supplier.

3. Dividins quantities amonq more than one bidder at the time of arryardr
As a general rule all the quantities ofthe subject matter of procurement shall be
procured from the bidder, whose Bid is accepted. However, when it is
considered that the quantity ofthe subject matter ofprocurement to be procured
is very large and it may not be in the capacity of the Bidder, whose Bid is
accepted, to deliver the entire quantity or when it is considered that the subject
matter of procurement to be procured is of critical and vital nature, then in such
cases, the quantity may be divided between the Bidders, whose Bid is accepted
and the second lowest Bidder or even more bidders in that order, in a fair,
transparent and equitable manner at the rates of the Bidder, whose Bid is
accepted.
